You will
travel to Parliament House on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday to
debate Youth Bills, move important motions for debate, make private member’s
statements and have a whole lot of fun!

TRAVELLING BY CAR?

If you are driving yourself, please be aware that (like everyone) unless you notify
us before residential week you cannot leave camp at any time once you arrive.

You can find directions to North Pine, Dayboro Rd, Kurwongbah QLD 4503 on
Google Maps.
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Basically, our camp is part of North Pine Country Park (which includes Old Petrie
Town and a Historical village). If you're coming from the Brisbane CBD, drive
North on Gympie Rd, take the Bald Hills turn (which is still Gympie Rd) just
before Gympie Rd becomes the Gympie Arterial (and Bruce Highway). This
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becomes Dayboro Rd, which you follow until just past Young’s Crossing Rd and
North Pine is on your left.

TRAVELLING BY TRAIN?

The closest train station to North Pine is Petrie, which is just 5 min Drive down
the Road. There will be a friendly member of the Executive waiting there to pick
up Youth Members. If you are travelling via plane please let us know. We will
then advise when we will pick you up.

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CAN | BRING MY LAPTOP?

This has always been a difficult issue for the Executive. While we can see the
practicality in having access to a laptop at Residential our facilities at North Pine
do not have the capacity to have 50+ laptops plugged in and charging at a time
(let alone all the mobile phones and IPODs some Youth Members Bring).
Additionally they slow down the check through security each morning and can
become a hassle for Youth Members to continuously carry around. Our
agreement with Parliament this year allows for Youth Members to bring laptops to
use in the Green Chamber during parliamentary sittings, however we stress that
this should only be for reading and writing speeches on, nothing else!

So the official policy on Laptops at residential is: you may bring them if absolutely
necessary e.g. we understand some of you may need to do assignments in you
free time, however we do not provide the capacity at residential to support
charging laptops or provide internet connection. Generally we would discourage
you from bringing them without any real practical purpose.
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The Executive team is here to help you on your way and you will all get to spend
an entire fun-filled week with them! The Executive are nothing short of fantastic
and here in a few words are some notes on what they are here to help you with.

Louis Paul - Program Coordinator

As Coordinator Louis coordinates, which is to say that he is the last port of call,
the guy at the top, the one who knows everything that’s going on and keeps the
world spinning. Anything you are having difficulty with can be dealt with by Louis.

Ekta & Kel (Kathryn) - Residential Administration Officers

The Residential Administrator Officers will be taking care of all your basic survival
needs ie. Health and well being, transportation, dietary requirements and need to
know where you are at all times. It is very important that these people know what
you need to live for a week or you may well be without it. These two will also be
responsible for and supervise any participant who smokes (note we do not allow
smoking by those under age and there are limited occasions where a smoking
break is allowed).

Tom1 & Rob- Parliamentary Officers

As Parliamentary Officers Tom1 (Stephenson) and Rob’s roles will be managing
the Parliament during sittings and making sure your all well trained to engage in
the debates.

Elishai Media Officer

At Residential you'll probably see Elisha all over the place taking happy snaps of
you all. Behind the scenes Elisha will be putting out media releases and trying to
get wider public acknowledgement of the debates going on during residential
week.

Danielle, Carl, Lizzy, Travis, Madie, Natalie & Beau - Mentors

Mentors are the backbone of the program, they will be there for all you basic
questions, and crisis’ that may arise. By now you will be pretty familiar with your
mentors and hopefully they can be the first people you turn to with any quandary
large or small.

Tom2 & Amelia - Recreation Officers

The rec officers are in charge of fun. You will not be able to have fun without
them......as they will be terribly upset. These two will give you a break from the
threat of parliament overload and give you plenty of opportunities to get to know
each other and reflect on your experiences.
